Clothing & Sun Protection
To ensure your child is fully prepared and safe during their day at nursery, please make sure they come with the following items each day:
· Spare clothes (including underwear and socks)
· Sun cream (Factor 50)
· Sun hat
If you prefer your child not to use sun cream, please provide a long-sleeve UV protective top to help protect their skin from sun damage.
While we carry out regular safety checks and risk assessments, every child’s skin reacts differently to sun exposure. It's vital that all children are properly protected during outdoor play.
Children will also be taking part in a variety of activities such as:
· Messy play
· Cooking
· Water play
These activities may require a change of clothes. You’re welcome to leave a bag with spare clothes at nursery or bring it daily.

Outing    
This half term, we are planning a number of local outings with the children, including visits to the library, local shops, and parks.
You should have already received a permission letter regarding our visits to the library. For other outings, we will provide separate outing letters for each location.
Please note:
· There are no set dates for these outings, as they will take place when staffing levels and child-to-adult ratios allow.
· You will receive a Blossom email on the day your child is going on an outing, to keep you fully informed.
These experiences offer great opportunities for children to explore their community and support their learning in real-world environments.
